David Bennett,57, was the first
U.S man to get his heart re-
placed by a genetically modi-
fied pig’s heart on the 8" Janu-
ary 2022 in Baltimore.

David Bennett was in very poor
condition and needed a heart
transplant so he had a 7hour
surgery to get his heart re-
placed with a genetically modi-
fied pig’s heart. He was | hos-
pital for 45 days while the doc-
tors modified the pig’s heart.
Before the surgery, the pig’s
heart had to be carefully
placed in dry ice. Finally, on
the 8" of January 2022 the
surgery took place at the uni-
versity of Maryland in Balti-
more U.S.A.

Researchers form Maryland
school of medicine such as
physician and scientist Mu-
hammad Mohiuddin helped
modify the pig’s heart. 100,000
Americans wait for an organ
