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Weight Spells

Weight spells affect the force of gravity and either spin you around or move you
through the air at an accelerated rate. These spells are Levioso, Arresto Momentum,
Glacius and Transformation. Levioso is a spell that levitates objects and enemies; it
can also be used to break spells and gain extra powers on your enemy. Also, there is
Arresto Momentum which slows down time objects or enemies creating a huge way
to finish your opponent. Next, there is Glacius which freezes your enemy and in-
creases follow up damage; when they are frozen, you can use a fire spell to deal x2
damage to them. The final weight spell is transformation which transforms objects
and enemies into alternate forms. This can be useful but also annoying because
someone can turn you into a ghost making you un-killable.

Force spells

Force spells affect your movement and can control you into hitting yourself. These
spells are Accio, Depulso, Descendo and Flipendo. Accio is a force spell that pulls
objects and enemies towards you and can be used for certain puzzles in Hogwarts
Legacy. For example, in Blackbeards [an NPC] quests you need to use Accio to drag
metal blades into the correct place. Then, there is Depulso which can be used to drag
enemies to the ground dealing a ton of damage to the enemy or to break people’s
protective spells. It can also be used to create combos. After that, there is Descendo
which instantly slams your opponent to the ground dealing a lot of damage. Also, it
can break every protective spell in the game but it cannot be used to break trolls and
bosses shield. This is because they are too strong to feel the force of Descendo. To
finish off the force spells, there is Flipendo which is used to flip the enemy off their
feet; this gives an advantage because you can land free hits on your enemy. Adding
to this, it gets rid of your enemy’s weapon for 2 seconds making them vulnerable to
your attacks.
