Accelerated, Reader

Accelerated Reader is a key and regular part of owr school day.
Children are given time to read independently each day and access to
computers and ipads to- complete guizzes once they have finished a
hook

Children have o target of reading for 20mins per day and aiming for
80% or higher on guizzes.

All children have a ZPD to help them achieve this whnich helps them to
choose hooks that are challenging enough to help them develop
without being too demanding.

Children are given feedhack each week to help them work towards,
their reading targets.
